“Sexual intercourse with
a girl below 18 years of
age is rape regardless of
whether she is married or
not. The non-consensual
intercourse with a wife, who
is below 18 years of age, is
rape,” the bench held.

The woman, in her com-
plaint lodged in 2019, said
she was in a relationship
with the man and that, des-
pite her refusal, he raped
and impregnated her. The
duo then lived together and
got married. However, the
man insisted on an abor-
tion. She alleged that the
man made a farce of the
marriage and repeatedly
raped and physically as-
saulted her. The court
noted that the woman gave
birth to a baby boy, and as
per the DNA analysis, the
accused and she were the
biological parents.

merit.

“My stand is very clear,’
the Revenue Minister ad-
ded, demanding that the
government should book
both the giver as well as the
taker. “Givers pay money
to buy the job as they knew
that their children could not
meet the criteria of recruit-
ment and tried to deprive
those qualified for the job,”
he reckoned.

Meanwhile, speaking out
against the job scam rag-
ging in the state, Agricul-
ture Minister Ravi Naik on
Friday said the government
is serious about the frauds
and that the police are try-
ing to get to the bottom of
the scam.

It referenced a meeting
held on October 3, 2024,
promising to submit a de-
tailed reply within four
weeks. The tribunal’s con-
cerns are particularly rel-
evant given the recent
enactment of the Forest
(Conservation) Amend-
ment Act, 2023. There
are fears that unclassed
forests, which previously
enjoyed protection under
the landmark TN Godav-
aran Thirumalpad case
(2016), might become
vulnerable to diversion
without proper oversight
mechanisms in place.

Of the 38 respond-
ents served notices by the
tribunal, including vari-
ous state authorities and
the Forest Survey of India,
only the Union territory of
Ladakh and Andhra Pra-

desh have submitted their
responses.

The NGT has directed all
remaining respondents to
file their replies within two
months. The role of state
expert committees is cru-
cial as they are mandated to
prepare comprehensive re-
ports on unclassed forests,
regardless of ownership or
notification status. These
committees ensure that all
forest categories receive
protection under the Forest
(Conservation) Act, 1980,
maintaining essential envir-
onmental safeguards.

The tribunal has sched-
uled the next hearing for
March 3, 2025, where it will
assess the progress made by
the seven states in establish-
ing their expert committees
and review the measures
implemented to protect un-
classed forests.

The Government
of India had announced its
decision to facilitate the first
trilateral power transaction
from Nepal to Bangladesh,
through Indian grid with
an export of up to 40 MW of
power during the visit of the
former Prime Minister of
Nepal, Pushpa Kamal Dahal
‘Prachanda’ to India from
May 31 to June 3, last year.
During the visit, both
sides had expressed their
commitment towards
greater sub-regional co-
operation, including in the
energy sector, which would
lead to increased inter-link-
ages between the econom-
ies for mutual benefit of all
stakeholders.
Subsequently, a tripart-
ite power sales agreement
between NTPC Vidyut
Vyapar Nigam, Nepal
Electricity Authority and

Bangladesh Power Devel-
opment Board was signed
in Kathmandu, last month.

As per the Nepal Elec-
tricity Authority (NEA) of-
ficials, the rate per unit of
electricity has been fixed at
6.4 cent. Nepal is expected
to make an annual income
of around $9.2 million from
the export of electricity to
Bangladesh via the Dhalke-
bar-Muzaffarpur 400 kV
transmission line, with the
metering point in Muzaf-
farpur.

In December last year,
Bangladesh’s Cabinet Eco-
nomic Affairs Committee
had approved the import
of 40 megawatts of electri-
city from Nepal. The pact
was earlier scheduled to be
signed in July but was post-
poned due to political tur-
moil and a change of gov-
ernment in Bangladesh.

Musk names Microsoft as
defendant in OpenAl case

The US government effi-
ciency czar Elon Musk, in
his lawsuit against Sam
Altman-run OpenAl for
abandoning its non-profit
stance, has now named
new defendants including
Microsoft, LinkedIn co-
founder Reid Hoffman, and
former OpenAlboard mem-
ber and senior Microsoft
executive, Dee Templeton.
The amended complaint,
filed in a district court in
California, also names new
plaintiffs — Neuralink exec-
utive and ex-OpenAl board
member Shivon Zilis and
Musk’s Al company, xAL
“OpenAl, co-founded by
Musk as an independent
charity committed to safety
and transparency — and
nurtured in its infancy by
Musk’s money, advice, re-

cruiting efforts and connec-
tions — is, at the direction
of Altman, Brockman, and
Microsoft, fast becoming a
fully for-profit subsidiary of
Microsoft,” the lawsuit read.

Musk’s lawyers argued
that OpenAl is “actively try-
ing to eliminate competit-
ors” such as xAl by “extract-
ing promises from investors
not to fund them.”

The lawsuit further al-
leged that “never before has
a corporation gone from
tax-exempt charity to a
$157 billion for-profit, mar-
ket-paralysing gorgon —
and in just eight years”

“Never before has it
happened, because doing
so violates almost every
principle of law governing
economic activity. It re-
quires lying to donors, lying
to members, lying to mar-
kets, lying to regulators, and
lying to the public,” it read.

Siridao beach home to 40 gastropod...

Statistical analysis
showed these parameters
positively correlated with
both species diversity and
density. However, rainfall
demonstrated a negative
correlation with gastropod
abundance. Siridao beach’s
unique characteristics as a
mixed shore, featuring both
rocky and sandy intertidal
regions, provide diverse mi-
crohabitats that support this

rich gastropod fauna. The
beach’s location near the
Zuari estuary contributes to
its ecological diversity.

“This study adds signific-
antly to our understanding
of gastropod distribution
along Goa’s coastline,” noted
the researchers in their pa-
per. The findings not only
expand the existing database
of gastropod diversity in Goa
but also underscore the eco-
logical importance of the

beach as a habitat for mar-
ine life. The research team
utilised modern document-
ation methods including
photography with a Canon
1500D DSLR camera, and
employed both Microsoft
Excel and Past 4.03 software
for statistical analysis.
Species  identification
was conducted using es-
tablished literature sources,
including works by Apte
(2014) and Sonak (2017).

India’s forex  reserves
dropped by $ 6.477 billion
to $ 675.653 billion for the
week ended November 8,
the RBI said on Friday.

In the previous reporting
week, the forex reserves had
dropped by $ 2.675 billion to
$682.13 billion.

The kitty, which had hit
an all-time high of $ 704.885
billion in end-September,
has been declining for mul-
tiple weeks. For the week
ended November 8, foreign
currency assets, a major
component of the reserves,
decreased by $ 4.467 billion
to $ 585.383 billion, the data
released on Friday showed.

Expressed in dollar terms,
the foreign currency assets
include the effect of appre-
ciation or depreciation of
non-US units like the euro,
pound and yen held in the
foreign exchange reserves.

Gold reserves decreased
by $ 1.936 billion to $ 67.814
billion during the week, the
RBI said.

The Special Drawing
Rights (SDRs) were down
by $ 60 million to $ 18.159
billion, the apex bank said.
India’s reserve position with
the IMF was also down by $
14 million to USD 4.298 bil-
lion in the reporting week,
the apex bank data showed.

»Continued from P 1
During this operation,
eight foreign nationals were
arrested who claim to be Ir-
anians,” the NCB said.

The eightmen donothave
any identity documents, it
said. The operation was car-
ried out jointly by the NCB,
the Navy and Gujarat police
anti-terrorist squad (ATS).
The Indian Navy in a “co-
ordinated operation” with
the NCB and the Gujarat po-
lice intercepted a suspicious
boatleading to the seizure of
the drugs, a Navy spokesper-
son said in New Delhi. “This
is the second major success-
ful coordinated anti-narcot-
ics operations at sea by the
Navy this year,” he said. The
Navy said it is committed
to ensuring a safe and se-
cure maritime environment
while preventing illegal use
of the seas.
